The City and County of Honolulu's Department of Environmental Services is working with CARQUEST, CHECKER,
and NAPA, government agencies, and the community to increase awareness of the benefits of storm water
pollution prevention and the long-term stewardship of local watersheds.

Used motor has the greatest environmental impact of all automotive products because it is insoluble in water,
persistent, and laced with toxic chemicals and heavy metals. One pint of an oil can produce a slick covering
approximately one acre of water, about the size of a football field.

It is illegal to dump used motor oil, antifreeze, transmission fluid or other engine fluids on the sidewalk, curb,
gutter, in storm drains or a stream that allows these pollutants to enter Honolulu's storm drain system. Unlike the
wastewater system, the water and other material in the storm drain system is not treated before it flows to streams

and the ocean.

Follow these simple tips to prevent
pollution and protect your health:

e Use an oil change box.

e Check your car or truck for drips
and oil leaks regularly.

e Clean up spills immediately.
